
SCOPE OF WORK AND DEMOLITION PROCEDURES

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS APPLYING TO

ALL PROPERTIES WHERE CONDITIONS ARE APPLICABLE

SCOPE OF WORK
This contract is for the demolition of structures in the Camden Redevelopment Agency (see list pages 15). Sixteen (16) structures. Bid List #1
I.
Scope  of Work
A. 
Subject to and in accordance with the terms and provisions of this Agreement, Contractor shall demolish all structures located on the premises listed on Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof, and, in connection therewith, furnish all insurance, materials, equipment and facilities and all labor, supervision and services as and when required for or in connection with the demolition of the structures (hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Work”).

B. 
Contractor acknowledges that it has inspected  the structures and the premises  on which such structures are located and has satisfied itself as to the condition thereof and accepts the structures in their present condition and that the amount to be paid by the Camden Redevelopment Agency (hereinafter referred to as the "CRA")  for the performance of the Work is just and reasonable compensation for all of the Work, including all foreseen and foreseeable risks, hazards and difficulties in connection therewith.
C.
Contractor shall completely demolish and remove the structure (s) and all debris found in the interior and exterior of premises to two (2) feet below sidewalk grade. This demolition shall include any other structures found, not previously identified, within the property lines such as sheds etc...

Including demolition  and removal of all retaining walls, steps, concrete walkways to structures, all concrete in rear yards, weed trees (stumps, roots) and dead trees on the premises.  If the weed tree is on the property line cut the tree down without disturbing the root.

D.
The Contractor shall inspect the interior of adjoining structures prior to demolition to determine any existing defects which are unrelated to demolition activity, but, could at some later date, be alleged as having occurred as a result of demolition activity. The Contractor shall submit a written report with photographs of such defect prior to demolition, to the Construction Official for the Camden Redevelopment Agency (hereinafter “Construction Official”).
E.
The Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that gas, electric, telephone, water and sewer services are disconnected and properly sealed or plugged and that appurtenant equipment such as meters, regulators, and gauges are removed.


F.
The contractor shall terminate the water and sewer service lines at the mains respectively. The water service termination shall be performed by shutting off corporation stop at the street main and capping the corporation outlet with a proper cap or plug, not black iron. If the corporation is found to be leaking or the stop is the old style driven ferrule type, then the main will be shut down and the main repaired with a proper repair clamp approved by the United Water Company. The sewer service termination will be performed by hermetically sealing or cementing shut the sewer lateral at the steet main to the satisfaction of United Water and/or the Camden Redevelopment Agency's Engineer. All the work performed under termination of existing services  shall  include  using  appropriate  technology  to  locate  the  services,  all excavation work and removal of surface and base material will be removed from the site if found not to be appropriate for backfilling, backfill is to be performed with suitable  NJDOT  I-5  material,  all  backfill  will  be  tamped  as  per  code  and  in accordance with the regulations of the Camden Redevelopment Agency. Any property encompassing County roadways shall be Contractor's responsibility as it relates to County Street opening specifications and permits.  Contractor will properly asphalt and seal the openings in City Streets and concrete and seal County Roadways.

WATER SERVICE AND WATERMAIN REMOVAL

1. The corporation stop shall be turned off and service line removed
2. If the existing corporation stop is leaking, or if directed by the City Engineer, remove the existing corporation stop from water main and repair water main using pipe repair clamp. The pipe repair clamp shall be Mueller Full-Seal; or approved equal. 
3. If the abandonment takes place at a tee, the tee shall be removed from the main


and straight pipe installed.

4. All open ends on abandoned pipe to be cut and plugged with required fittings, rods and concrete as close to the existing main in service as possible.

5.   All valve boxes and other appurtenances are to be removed.


SEWER
1.   All existing sewer mains and sanitary lateral to be abandoned must be removed from the ground. Catch basins and manholes must be removed from the ground.


G.
Contractors will be responsible for all mark-outs of utilities. A New Jersey Licensed Master Plumber shall perform the work and be responsible for notifying United Water Company's office in advance for all water & sewer disconnects work. United Water Company's office telephone# 856-635-1496.
NOTE:
United Water Company's plumbing disconnect certificate of approval is required prior to the Building Bureau issuing each demolition permit.
Exception: The Camden Redevelopment Agency maintains a moratorium on opening municipal streets within five (5) years of the reconstruction or resurfacing of the street. Where his condition exists the contractor shall make all disconnects at the curb. (see page 16).

N.

Basement areas from two (2) feet below sidewalk grade to sidewalk grade are to be filled with New Jersey Department of Transportation# I-5 Materials.
Any  fill  materials  used  must  meet  New  Jersey  Department  of  Transportation (NJDOT) 1-5 classification for unlimited use and the contractor shall provide documentation  from NJDOT on any fill  materials  used for backfilling  basements. The Camden Redevelopment Agency and the Camden Redevelopment Agency reserves the right to take samples of any fill materials used at each demolition site and have them analyzed for compliance at the demolition contractor's expense and/or require the contractor to do the same. This information maybe requested by the Construction Official, the Director of Public Works and/or their designee. Contractor acknowledges compliance with NJDEP-Site Remediation and Waste Wanagement Program (SRWMP) recycled concrete, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 7:26A et seq.:or 2 and N.J.A.C. 7:26-1.7(g)
NOTE:
Reclaimed soil is not permitted as fill dirt or topsoil etc.
0.
The entire surface is to be compacted and graded to the satisfaction of the Construction Official. The basement area should be compacted every two (2) feet to provide stability of ground surface.
P.
Upon completion of demolition and removal of materials and debris, the Contractor shall grade the property with sufficient slope to allow surface drainage to flow outward to the street, and away from adjacent structures. Such grading shall be done to the satisfaction of the Construction Official or his designee.
NOTE:
Removal and disposal of demolition debris and cost involved is the responsibility of the Contractor. All such debris is to be disposed of according to State and Federal laws and regulations governing transport and disposal of such debris.
Q.
WALL REPAIR
Cutting Procedure:  Prior to demolition, the front walls, rear walls, and roof line that are attached to an existing property shall be cut with a saw to affect a clean break when the property to be demolished is removed.
Roof Edge:  On all types of walls, the Contractor shall provide a painted barge board (1" x 6") to metal roof edging, then apply principles of sound roofing techniques to the satisfaction of the Constructions Official or his representatives.
Frame  Party  Wall: Remove  all  the  lathe  and  plaster,  insulate  wall  with  Rl9
Insulation, close wall in with 1/2" plywood sheathing, cover exterior wall with Tyvek material and apply vinyl siding to entire wall in accordance with ASTM D4756 - 06 Standard Practice for Installation of Rigid Poly(Vinyl Chloride) (PVC) Siding and Soffit. Contractor will take reasonable care to match existing siding to color and general appearance of the property.

All party walls exposed during demolition shall be immediately protected from all potential weather conditions.
The Contractor shall exercise the utmost care and precautions to protect the structure to be stuccoed from damage during the progress of the Work. If, at any time during the progress of the Work the structure is damaged, the Contractor shall immediately repair the same to the satisfaction of the Construction Official without extra compensation.
R.
STUCCO PROCEDURE - For all structures, the following procedures must be followed:
•
Remove all plaster, wood and other materials from wall exposing brick only two (2) feet below grade
· Brick up all openings and cement openings
•
Secure 3/8" of galvanized, high-rib metal lathe - 3.4 lbs. per square yard - to wall with 11/2" masonry nails.
•
Prepare cement plaster with Sonnenborn Hydroside Powder or comparable waterproofing material.

•
Place cement plaster in two (2) separate applications (two coats totaling ¾” thick) over 3/8" high-rib metal lathe roofline extending earthward to two (2) feet below curb edge.

•
Backfill two (2) foot section below grade high enough to provide slope for proper drainage away from applied stucco.
· Projecting chimneys in party walls shall be made tight and cement plastered. Projecting chimmeys above roof line shall first be cleaned and wrapped with 3/8" high-rib metal lathe wire before cement plaster is applied.
· The wall and roof edge shall be made tight to all weather conditions.
•
Lot adjacent to stuccoed wall shall be left free of all debris related to Work performed.
•
The Contractor shall stucco and waterproof entire foundation of exposed wall, from footing to 6" below finished grade.
•
The Contractor is to notify the Building Bureau of the completion of stucco and waterproof Work performed on foundations wall, prior to the covering of foundation.
SPECIAL NOTE: 

· The demolition contractor shall provide in its bid alternate pricing for installation of six inches (6”) of certified clean topsoil and grass seeding.  Installation of six inches (6”0 of topsoil is not interpret as conflicting with requirement of section N scope of work, but rather included in the volume of backfill material required to rise the site to sidewalk grade levels per section N of the Scope of Work.

· Prior to the application of seeds, topsoil shall be graded and all foreign material and stones one-half inch (1/2”) in diameter or larger removed. Surface shall be raked until grade is smooth and allowing for flow of surface drainage without ponding. Seeding shall be applied at approved seasonal timing.
S.
EXISTING 4” (INCH) MASONRY PARTY WALL
•
Remove all plaster, wood and other material from wall exposing brick only.

•
Brick up and cement in all opening.

•
Construct 4" inch masonry wall supported by existing foundation. Wall shall be bonded with corrosion resistant metal wall ties spaced not more than thirty-two (32) inches horizontally and twenty-four (24) inches vertically.

•
The wall and roof shall be made tight to all weather conditions.

•
The Work shall be done to the satisfaction of the Construction Official.
T. 
BOX ALLEY
Supporting wall above, erect masonry footing and eight (8") inch masonry wall be underneath of overhead wall, returning wall at ends to adjoining building.
U.
Projecting chimneys in party wall are to be made tight and cement plastered.
Special conditions encountered or found existing not enumerated above shall be taken up with the Construction Official or his representative before proceeding with Work.
V. 
Contractor shall obtain two (2) photographs of all properties to be demolished before demolition activity begins. The photos should be from several different angles and clearly exhibit the existence and conditions of adjacent properties and objects. Before pictures should be presented with demolition application for permit(s) (dated not less than 14 days prior to the commencement of demolition).
Contractor shall obtain two (2) photographs of all completed job sites after work at the site is entirely complete. The photos should be from the same angles as the "before photos" were and clearly exhibit the existence and conditions of the same adjacent properties and objects.  Two Dated before and after photos must be included with each invoice presented for payment.
W. 
Contractor  covenants that  all  the  Work  shall  be done in  good  and  workmanlike manner so as to ensure the maximum protection of adjoining properties and safety of its occupants. Contractor shall also use the utmost care so as to protect all sidewalks, curbs and public utilities from damage. Qualified, experienced personnel shall perform all Work.  Any and all damage to adjacent structures, utilities, curbs, sidewalks, etc. shall be immediately reported to the Construction Official. When the, Contractor becomes aware of conditions which are dilapidated, hazardous or broken before the demolition is begun, such conditions were not apparent previously, the Contractor shall notify the Construction Official in writing, before starting the Work, the location and extent of the condition.
Where pavements, driveways and curbs or parts thereof are destroyed or made hazardous to traffic or pedestrians as a result of demolition activity or where other damages occur as a result of demolition activity, the same shall be replaced by the Contractor within five (5) days after completion. All replacements shall be subject to approval of the Construction Official.

Sidewalks:
Minimum Thickness -Four (4) inches
Concrete Minimum- 3,500 lbs. per square inch
Minimum Width-Four (4) feet

Residential Driveways:
Minimum Thickness – Four (4”) inches





Driveway Aprons – Six (6) inches





Concrete Minimum – 3,500 lbs. per square inch

Commercial Driveways:
Minimum Thickness – Six (6”) inches





Driveway Aprons – Six (6) inches





Concrete Minimum – 4,000 lbs. per square inch

Curbs:

Minimum Thickness – eighteen (18”) inches from top to bottom, eight (8”) inches wide bottom, and six (6”) inches wide top of curb.





Concrete Minimum – 4,500 lbs. per square inches

X.
All Work shall conform to and comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, statutes, rules and regulations including OSHA standards.

Y. 
Once a building is demolished to the ground, all debris must be removed from the site within twenty-four (24) hours and exposed walls must be reconstructed within forty-eight (48) hours.  The  site  must  be  filled,  compacted  and  graded  within twenty-four  (24)  hours following  the removal of debris. Additionally, general cleanup and removal of all debris from City streets shall take place at the close of each day's operation.
NOTE:  Including sweeping sidewalks, street and curb line daily.
Z.
In the event that unforeseen problems prevent the CRA from following through with the demolition of any building on the original demolition list, the CRA reserves the right to make deletions and/or substitutions. If deletions are made from your contract the CRA is not obligated to offer a substitute structure, your contract will be reduced by that amount.
In making each substitution and/or deletions, the CRA will inform the Contractor which building is being deleted from the list and which building (if any) is being considered to replace it.  The Contractor will submit a written estimate of the demolition within three (3) working days. The CRA will notify the Contractor of approval or disapproval to perform demolition of the substituted building. The CRA cannot approve any estimates which exceeds the cost of the original contract.

A.A. 
Prior to submitting this demolition bid, the Contractor shall inspect each property for asbestos containing material (ACM). Any and all costs for asbestos removal must be included in each demolition bid prices. The CRA will not pay any additional cost for asbestos removal.
Any asbestos removal work must be performed by a valid licensed New Jersey Abatement Contractor.  All removal and disposal of asbestos containing material (ACM) shall be done in accordance with City, State and Federal regulations. This Contractor must apply to the Construction Official's office for a permit prior to doing any asbestos removal work.
B.B. 
It is understood that the attachment entitled SPECIAL CONDITIONS, as Exhibit B is part of the contract. This section will give special instructions, which the Contractor is to consider as required contractual procedures. The demolition contractor is unconditionally responsible for stuccoing all parties wall at no additional cost to the owner regardless of such party walls not appearing on Exhibit B.  
II. 
Time for Performance
A. 
The Work to be performed under this Agreement shall be commenced within three (3) working days of Contractor's receipt of written notice to proceed ("Notice to proceed"). Contractor agrees to diligently and continuously proceed with and prosecute the Work to completion and agrees to complete the performance of the Work ("Completion") within Thirty-Five(35) calendar days after the date of such Notice to Proceed (herein referred to as the "Scheduled Completion Date"); provided, however, if Contractor be delayed in the performance  of the Work by any act or omission of the Camden Redevelopment Agency,  the  City  of  Camden  or  by an employee, agent, representative or separate contractor of the CRA, or by changes ordered in the Work, or by the combined action of workmen (either those employed on the Work or in any industry essential to the conduct of the Work) in no way caused by or resulting from default or collusion on the part of the Contractor, or by strikes,   lockouts, embargoes, fire, unavoidable casualties, unusual delays in transportation,  national emergency, unusually severe weather conditions not reasonably anticipatable, or by any other causes which Contractor could not reasonably control or circumvent, then the  Scheduled Completion Date  may be extended for a period equal to the length of such delay if, within seven (7) days after the commencement of any such delay, Contractor delivers to CRA a written notice of such delay stating the nature thereof and provides a written request for extension of the Scheduled Completion Date by reason of such delay and such request  is  approved by the CRA,  which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.  Failure to deliver any such notice or request within the required period shall constitute an irrevocable waiver of any extension of the Scheduled Completion Date by reason of the cause in respect of which such notice was required. No delay of the Scheduled Completion Date (or right on the part of Contractor to secure any such delay) pursuant to this section shall prejudice any right the CRA may have under this Agreement, or otherwise, to terminate this Agreement.

B. 
In the event of delays due to the Contractor's negligent act or omission to act (''Inexcusable Delay"), the CRA may direct that the Work be accelerated by means of overtime, additional crews or additional shifts. All such acceleration shall be at no cost to the CRA. In the event of any delay other than an Inexcusable Delay, the CRA may similarly direct acceleration and Contractor agrees to perform same on the basis of reimbursement of direct costs (i.e., premium portion of overtime pay, additional crew, shift or equipment costs and such other items of cost requested in advance by the Contractor and approved by the CRA which approval will not be unreasonably withheld). The Contractor expressly waives any other compensation therefore unless otherwise agreed in writing in advance of performing the accelerated work.

C. 
Contractor acknowledges that the Scheduled Completion Date is essential to the CRA's development plans and therefore time is of the essence in meeting said dates. It is mutually understood and agreed between the parties hereto that in the event the Contractor does not complete demolition of the structure(s) on or before the Scheduled Completion Date, the Contractor agrees to pay, as liquidated damages, the sum of $250.00 per day to the CRA for each day after such date that demolition is not completed, in accordance with the terms and conditions of the within Contract. It is mutually agreed that the sum stated for liquidated damages is fair and reasonable and not disproportionate to the actual damages, which are not readily susceptible of exact ascertainment and proof as of the making of this Contract.

It is mutually agreed that the payment of liquidated damages to the CRA may be accomplished by either of the two (2) methods stated immediately below:

a.
The Contractor will pay liquidated damages to the CRA upon presentation of an invoice to the Contractor for the amount of liquidated damages that are due. The invoice shall be deemed due immediately upon presentation to the Contractor.

b.
The CRA shall have the right to set off payments due to the Contractor as liquidated damages due to the CRA, by deducting from the amount of liquidated damages from the total amount payable as agreed to in this Contract.

III.
Permits and Licenses
A. 
Contractor shall obtain all necessary licenses, permits, and similar authorizations from governmental authorities required to perform its obligations hereunder, and shall give all notices required by, and otherwise comply with, all applicable laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and restrictions.  If Contractor performs any of the Work knowing or when with the exercise of due care he should have known it to be contrary to any such laws, ordinances, rules, regulations or restrictions and fails to give City notice thereof prior to performance thereof, Contractor shall bear all costs arising there from, which costs shall not be considered a part of Contractor's payments.

Note:  Contractor is required to get property ownership information for each structure from the Assessor's Office prior to submitting any permit applications. Obtain a Public Service Gas & Electric (PSE&G) service disconnect letter for each structure to be included in the permit application.
B. 
Contractor is required to obtain a street opening permit for all activities that may occur in the public right of way and provide proof of payment of any and all such escrows as these permits may require.

C. 
Contractor shall also obtain a separate construction permit in connection with the performance of each stucco procedure and/or the performance of each vinyl siding application to exposed exterior walls. (See exhibit B, page 15)
D. 
The removal of ferrules and the sealing of sewer connections must be performed by a New Jersey licensed Master Plumber.
Note:   The following permit fees are waived:  Plumbing disconnects, Street Openings and Sidewalks (on city streets) and Stucco/Siding of exterior walls.  Escrow fees for street openings will still be required.
E. 
Normal Work shall be performed Monday through Friday, between the hours of 8:00a.m. and 5:00p.m.  No Work shall be performed on Saturday, Sunday or official holidays without forty-eight (48) hour's prior written request and approval from the Director of Public Works.
Note: Time being of the essence, the CRA may take upon itself and procure all or some of the demolition contractor’s permits and recoup cost of procuring these permits from the demolition contractor’s payment application.   
IV. 
Payments
A. 
In full consideration of the full and complete performance of the Work and all other obligations of Contractor, the CRA will pay to the Contractor such sums as accepted. Invoices must be submitted to the CRA representative along with supporting documentation proving that the work has been satisfactory   completed.  All invoices must be approved by the Project Manager for the CRA before payment will be authorized. Supporting   documentation must include the following:  Contractor invoice, certificate of approval, addressed and dated before and after photo's (two copies of each) and address marked dump receipts for each structure demolished. No invoices will be paid prior to receiving this information.
B. 
The CRA will not pay for additional work or services other than what is specifically requested in the work order. Should the occupant of a site enter into additional service work Contractor, the CRA will not be responsible for any later deficiencies caused by his hire.

C. 
Upon completion of structures, the Contractor shall notify the Inspector designated for monitoring the Contract and submit an invoice at that time. The Construction Official's office will certify that the Work has been satisfactorily completed by issuing a Certificate of Approval for each structure (must be submitted with your invoice). The official designated for monitoring the Contract will certify satisfactory completion of the Work by authorizing the preparation of a payment receiving report. The Project Manager will forward invoices and all supporting documentation to the CRA for processing and payment.

1. Contractor is in default of any of its obligations hereunder;

2. Any part of such payment is attributable to Work which is defective or not properly performed in accordance with this Agreement; provided, however, such payment shall be made as to the part thereof attributable to Work which is performed in accordance with this Agreement and is not defective.

3. Contractor has failed to make payments promptly to Contractor's subcontractors, if any, or for labor used in the Work for which CRA has made payment to Contractor;

4. If CRA in good faith determines that Contractor has not or will not proceed with the prompt acceleration of the Work to meet the Scheduled Completion Date.

Demolition contractor shall acknowledge that he or she has read and agree to adhere to the  Camden Redevelopment Agency’s HUD SECTION 3 POLICY AND PROGRAM GUIDELINES TO PROVIDE JOB OPPORTUNITIES FOR CAMDEN RESIDENTS AND BUSINESSES FOR THE NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM 2 (NSP2), hereto attached as Exhibit C and thereto made apart of a demolition contract for this bid. 
V. 
Insurance and Indemnity
A. 
Contractor shall maintain comprehensive general liability, insurance coverage in an amount not less than One Million ($1,000,000.00) Dollars, and property damage insurance in an amount not less than Five Hundred Thousand ($500,000.00)  Dollars. All policies shall contain waivers of subrogation. Prior to commencement of the Work, Contractor shall furnish to CRA a· certificate of insurance evidencing such coverages and naming the CRA and the Camden Redevelopment Agency as an additional insured.

B. 
Contractor shall indemnify and hold the CRA and the Camden Redevelopment Agency harmless from and against all damages, liabilities, claims, actions and causes of actions, including attorney’s fees, arising from or in connection with Contractor's performance of the Work pursuant to this Agreement.

VI.
Independent Contractor
In performing its obligations hereunder, Contractor shall be deemed an independent contractor and not an agent or employee of the CRA. Contractor shall have exclusive authority to manage, direct, and control the work.

VII.
Inspection and Audit

A. 
Contractor represents that it has inspected the location or locations of the Work and has satisfied itself as to the condition thereof and that payment is just and reasonable compensation for all the Work, including all foreseen and foreseeable risks, hazards, and difficulties in connection therewith.

B. 
The CRA, the City, its agents and employees at all times shall have access to the Work for inspection thereof, but shall not be obligated to conduct any such inspection. Contractor shall provide proper and safe facilities for such access and inspection. If any of the Work is required to be inspected or approved by any public authority, Contractor shall cause such inspection or approval to be performed.

C. 
The Construction Official, Director of Public Works, CRA or their designee may inspect the Work, give directions to the Contractor or stop the Work at any time during the performance of the contract. In addition, the City's Risk Manager may at any time give directions to the Contractor as to public safety or lack thereof. "Public Safety" shall mean the Contractor will show complete awareness of safety of general public. Proper barricading, lights and the closing off of streets shall be done in the best interest of the general public.

VIII.
Contractor's Warrantv
Where these specifications require that the Contractor perform Work on adjoining properties, the Contractor will supply the CRA and adjacent property owner with a two- (2) year maintenance bond issued by a licensed insurance carrier. (Contractor shall furnish to CRA said two (2) year maintenance bond for each property address listed in the attached Exhibit B at the time of the execution of the contract).
IX.
Incompetent Workmanship

A. 
The contractor shall, upon request from the CRA, discharge any sub-contractor(s), worker or supervisor who may be incompetent, or who shall neglect or refuses to execute the work according to directions and specifications, and no payment will be made while such persons continue to be employed.

X. 
Miscellaneous

A. Attention is directed to the Prevailing Wage Rate List and to the applicable provisions of "The Prevailing Wage Act", N.J.S.A. 34:11-56.25 et seq. governing the prevailing rate of wages for workmen who are employed in the Project. All provisions of said Wage Act and Amendments thereto, shall be considered part of this Contract and made part thereof. Contractor declares and represents to the CRA that he is aware of the provisions of said Wage Act with relation to prevailing rates of wages for workmen to be employed on this Project. Contractor does also declare and represent that in the event of any redetermination of such prevailing rates at any time, the new rates, if performed thereafter shall apply. No increase in the contract price will be granted by the CRA as a result of such determination.

B. 
"The Public Works Contractor Registration Act" came into effect on April 11, 2000. Under the Act, no contractor/subcontractor will be permitted to bid on or engage in any contract for public work, as defined in section 2 of P.L.l963, c.150 (C.35:11-56.26), unless that contractor/subcontractor is registered with the New Jersey Department of Labor. The Act provides that upon registration with the Department, a public works contractor/subcontractor will be issued a certficate by the Department indicating compliance with the Act's requirements.

Occupant shall defend, indemnify, protect, save, and hold harmless the Camden Redevelopment Agency, its officers, agents, and employees from any and all liability, claims, fines, suits, losses, demands, actions, damages, and costs of any kind and nature, arising or claimed to arise through any fault, failure, negligence, or responsibility of the Occupant, its agents, officers, employees, invitees or guests, in connection with Occupant's use and occupancy of the Camden Redevelopment Agency facilities set forth above, including, but not limited to, the cost of investigation, court costs, reasonable counsel fees, settlements, judgments, or otherwise.
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
